General Manager’s Corner

EXTRA, EXTRA... READ ALL ABOUT IT!

Our date for closing the pool and Tiki Bar has been delayed! The pool area will be closed
for about three weeks starting on August 5, 2019. Our plan is to clean up the Tiki Bar area,
replace broken equipment behind the bar area and update the Wi-Fi1 signal for our credit
card service. On the pool deck, we plan to grind all of the cracks on the deck down to the
deck level, paint the deck with a non-slip paint and bring in additional shade for sun
protection. During the shutdown, Galaxy Pool will be installing a new filtering system.
We are planning on sending out an e-mail blast the beginning of August to remind
everyone that the pool area and Tiki Bar will be closing starting August 5, 2019 for repairs
and will re-open September 2, 2019.

Bay Area Electric has been awarded the job of upgrading the Clubhouse’s electrical
system. This work will be done sometime in late July or early August. Why can’t |
pinpoint the date?? Well, it is because Bay Area Electric will be working with FPL to bring
the upgraded wiring to handle the 1000 Amps coming in from FPL’s transformer to our
new gear box. FPL has not scheduled this work as of this article. The plan is to have FPL
shut down the electricity to the Clubhouse for 2 days allowing the new service to be
installed.

The Board approved the purchase of 11 Foxtail Palm Trees. Of those 11, 3 will be planted
along the right side of #15 tee. Placing the Palms there will help guide the golfer to aim
more to the left stopping a large number of balls from hitting the houses on the right side
of the fairway. The PMGA has asked for 3 of the palm trees to be planted around the back
of #18 green, starting from the west side moving around to the back middle. Other
locations will include the back of #2 green adding 2 trees, the back of #5 green adding 2
trees and the back of #7 green adding 1 tree. These plantings will give each hole some
definition and help the golfer to better see the green. We are planning to install the trees
by the end of July.

When playing golf in this heat please drink a lot of water. If you are feeling like you are
starting to get overheated, please call the Golf Pro Shop and we will get out to you right
away.

Remember, I always have time for your questions or comments, so please stop by my
Office. My door is always open. Oh, and bring me a cold one.
